Competition A - Obstacle Driving Test

1. Competitors compete in a vehicle with tyres, equipped with a fixed front and rear seat that is provided by the organiser. 

2. During the competition, each competitor must be dressed correctly, sit on the box seat, wear a lap apron, headgear, and have a whip in their hand.  The groom must remain seated in the rear seat during the whole competition and wear headgear.

3. The manner of start and progress of the pair along the track shall be determined by the Main Judge.

4. The length of the track is 400-600m.

5. The minimum number of obstacles is 10, the maximum number of obstacles is 14.

6. The minimum obstacle width is 190cm. All obstacles must be dislodgeable or contain dislodgeable elements.

Penalties:

1. Dislodgement of any element of an obstacle will be penalised by 5 penalty seconds.

2. Disqualification: any uncorrected error of the course, horse mistreatment, alcohol consumption.

3. The bell must be rung when a competitor is disqualified.
