Competition C - Heavy Draught
1. A weighted sledge is used for the Heavy Draught Competition. The dimensions of the track for the Heavy Draught Competition are 20 m x 10 m, the sides of the track are  marked on the ground. 
2. A collar harness is allowed, which corresponds to the horse conformation and the nature of the performance. The following types of traces are allowed:  full leather, rubber, or combined leather and chain trances. Full chain traces are not allowed.
3. An assistant can help with harnessing and unharnessing the horses.
4. The basic weight is 1500kg. The minimum weight increase in each round is 100 kg.
5. The competitor has 1 minute to get the log pulled over the 20m course.
6. All competitors must take part in every weight increase round.
7. The sledge will head towards the starting line, and it must be driven by horses across the finishing line by its whole length. Based on the local conditions, the sledge can be pulled in one or both directions.
8.  The final weight considered is that pulled over the full 20m distance. While completing the 20m course, the horses can have a free pace, the competitor  can only walk.
9. If several pairs reach the same weight result their placing order is based on the distance measured from the starting line to the centre  of the sledge (marked by a sign) by a tape measure in the unfinished round.  This distance is measured for each competitor ending the competition.
10.  End of competition (achieved results are considered):  disobedience, the competitor steps out of the track by both legs or two legs of the horse cross the track boundary, and a failure of the competitor to walk.
